Welcome to the Bexar County Green Party

Thank you for showing an interest in the Green Party.  We welcome you to explore the option we provide to the two-party non-democratic system this country is subjected to by corporate rule.

Our General Membership Meetings are on the First Sunday of every month at the VIA Transit Center, 1021 San Pedro in the Community Room at 2pm.  This is one block south of SAC, across the street from Bill Miller’s.

We follow a fairly open meeting structure.  We have an agenda, a facilitator, time keeper, and minute taker and when needed a queue keeper (someone who keeps track of who has something to say, in order, so that everyone gets a chance and is not overlooked).  We sit in a circle to place everyone on an equal footing, no one is hierarchically above another.  Please join the circle – it may feel odd at first, but you will feel more included.  We attempt to reach consensus on all issues, when this is not possible then we will go to a vote.  Details of the queue:  If you wish to speak on an issue, raise your hand.  The keeper of the queue will write down your name and then call upon you when it is your turn to speak.  Once everyone has had a chance to speak on an issue, then you may have a second turn.

A brief overview of the structure of the organization:  There is the general membership which includes everyone irrelevant of how much you volunteer or how often you attend (in order to vote, you need to have attended at least one meeting in the past 12 months – if this is your first visit, you will be able to vote at the next meeting you attend in the following 12 months).  Out of this membership we have various working groups:  Communications, Finance, Membership, and until the election – Campaign 2000.  Each of these working groups has a chair.  These chairs (or their representatives) along with the treasurer, county chair, and the moderator elected at the last general membership meeting, comprise the Steering Committee.  Most of the strategy and decision making goes on at the working group and steering committee meetings.  All meetings are open to the general membership.

How you can help:  There are many capacities that are available for anyone to fill - You can join a working group, volunteer to help at functions, go out and spread the word individually, write letters to the editor, donate money, offer ideas, donate your skills and time, or anything else you could imagine.  During the meeting we will point out the people you can contact after the meeting for further details.

In the works:  Up to the election, we will be tabling at various functions (the more volunteers - the more functions), block-walking, phone banking and pushing cards at polling places.  If you can help in any way it will be appreciated!
